Notebook:

-     Create a table of contents in the front of the binder

· Make a section for each week of lab. Separate sections with labeled divider.

· Number pages and include dates and your name on each page
· You will make written observations to accompany the drawings of specimens
and their structures.  Notes should be taken during lab. You will make notes about differences and similarities in structures between organisms within certain groups (classes, phyla, kingdoms). Consider the two fundamental questions: In what ways are these organisms similar in spite of their differences? and In what ways are these organisms different in spite of their similarities? 
· You will make drawings of the organisms in lab. Drawings should be large;
meaning two small or one large organism per page. In these drawings you want to be recording every possible detail observed, making comments on the structures and adding taxonomic information (scientific names and structures), and measurements. It is important that you and I be able to tell what the drawing is, and what are the important parts.

***Remember you will use your lab notebooks while taking the final lab practical. They will be of most use to you if you record every possible detail you can observe, and make detailed comments on the structures.
